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Spy Training: Easter Garden
Be a Spy!  
Make a model of the site you are investigating.

You will need: a tinfoil or old china plate, some garden soil, sticks and cotton to make 
three crosses, a small bottle or plastic container with a top and some flowers and 
greenery from your garden. (Ask the gardener first or use wild flowers.)

Bury the open bottle or container in a mound of soil on the plate so that 
you can see the opening on one side of the mound. This makes the cave 
grave. Put the bottle top beside this as the grave stone rolled away. 
Tie the sticks together to make 3 crosses to stand up on top of the 
mound of soil. Decorate it all with flowers and greenery.

Put it somewhere for people to see as you celebrate Easter.
